(David Keith, CEO, Darryl Linnington, CFO, McAlester Regional Health Center)

Executive Summary
Presentation.

David Mack, CFO, McAlester Regional Health Center addressed the Council presenting the
2016 Fiscal Year Audit for the McAlester Regional Health Center. During the presentation, Mr.
Mack reviewed the financial status and explained that normally the hospital did not carry long
term debt, but with the loan for the construction of the new Emergency Center there was
currently long term debt. He reviewed the Hospital’s joint ventures, its’ charity care and its’
financial ratio.
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There was a brief discussion among the Council concerning the hospital’s debt to net asset ratio,
and the Council receiving copies of the entire audit in the future.

Chris Whybrew, Chief Development Officer addressed the Council reviewing the status of the
new emergency center commenting that it was hoped that groundbreaking would take place in
February or March of 2017.

There was another brief discussion among the Council regarding the time it would take to
complete the construction once it began and the number of new employees the hospital
anticipated once the center was opened.

She then reviewed the transfer out to the General Fund and how the water sales to all customers
were up. Ms. Ervin briefly explained the City’s use of P-Cards or Purchase Cards. She
commented that these cards allowed for more control of expenses, allowed legitimate purchases
from vendors that did not accept purchase orders and aided is verifying purchases. She
explained the level of approval that all purchases went through and the responsibilities of the
employees that used a purchase card.

Councilman Smith inquired about the amount of use the cards were getting and CFO Ervin stated
that to date the cards had been used for $43,500.00 in purchases or travel.

Clogged drains, polluted water, and a fine from the city
are just a few things that can result from stormwater
contamination in McAlester. Nineteen volunteers met
on Saturday, August 13th in Historic Old Town and
spent a combined thirty hours promoting clean water
during a Pride In McAlester Community Volunteer
Day. Forty-nine stormwater drains received new
markers reminding citizens that the water in the drain
flows directly to natural water sources such as streams,
rivers, and lakes. Volunteers also spent time picking up
litter and removing debris. Organized by Pride In
McAlester and the City of McAlester's Environmental
Programs office, the project helps educate citizens
about environmental and infrastructure issues. The rain
and other runoff that enters the stormwater system
does not undergo treatment or filtering at a water
treatment plant. Any harmful items or chemicals that
go down a drain directly affect the cleanliness of the
water and the health of the wildlife and plants that live
in these habitats. Citizens are urged to be mindful of
any substances that may flow into drains, including
litter and yard debris. The City of McAlester's
ordinances prohibit residents from pouring any
chemicals or oils into the stormwater system and also
forbid anyone from mowing yard clippings into the
street. In addition to being an eyesore, grass cuttings
and other yard debris on roads can build up and restrict
the movement of water out of yards and streets.
Clogged drains can cost property owners and local
government thousands of dollars a year in water
damage.



Pride In McAlester and several patrtners celebrated Keep America Beautiful's National
Planting Day on September 3, 2016. Twenty volunteers planted forty-three trees along
McAlester's Buffalo Run Disc Golf Course at Rotary Park. This project was a partnership
between the Buffalo Run Disc Golf Course promoters, the City of McAlester, Pride In
McAlester, and McAlestet's Tree Board. City of McAlester Land Maintenance Superintendent
Sherman Miller and Gardener Robbie Patton started the day with a demonstration on proper
planting techniques. Volunteers then prepared the trees by removing containers, placing them at
the proper height, filling the holes, and adding top soil and mulch donated by Lowe's Home
Improvement Store of McAlester to the base of the tree.

The trees were purchased by Matt House, local disc golf professional and designer of the
Buffalo Run Course, with funds raised from tournaments. "This park and disc golf course is
quickly becoming one of the best in the State," House said. "I'm humbled by the community's
awesome support and willingness to help make it the best Park and Course in Oklahoma."

Loblolly Pines, a native species that grow fast and is hardy to the condition of Southeastern
Oklahoma, were planted for National Planting Day, which puts particular emphasis on planting
indigenous trees throughout the United States. According to the Keep America Beautiful website,
National Planting Day is a "call to action designed to mobilize Americans to support local
ecosystems."

Prevention

Pride In McAlester staff and volunteers have hit the streets to prevent cigarette litter. During
McAlester’s Cruise Night on Septembet 17th and the Wild West Festival on September 30th,
more than 200 cup and pocket ashtrays were given to residents free of charge. This program is

possible thanks to a grant and supplies from Keep America Beautiful.

Staff completed the annual cigarette litter survey in July and found that the litter in the
designated areas had increase over the last two years. With that data, the organization became
motivated to distribute supplies on hand, order additional supplies, and get the materials into the

cars and pockets of citizens.

Pride In McAlester conducts outreach in a vatiety of ways. From social media to
handwritten thank you cards, we ensure that the citizens of McAlester are aware of our
initiatives, members are informed of activities, students are taught about our environment

and sustainability, and donots are aware of their impact on our city.

Staff continued to publish monthly newsletters and conduct radio shows on McAlester
Radio’s AM1150.

Fourteen direct emails were sent to supporters during
the first quarter with an average open rate of twenty-

nine percent.

Direct email distribution grew from 320 in July 2016
to 336 in September 2016, an increase of five

percent.

During the first quarter of 2016-2017, social media outreach grew substantially with Pride
In McAlester Facebook followers increasing from 1544 in july 2016 to 1631 in September
2016, a five percent increase. The McAlester Recycling Center Facebook following grew
four percent from 417 in July 2016 to 436 in September 2016.

Background Information:

Jimmy & Tammy Cathey are planning to expand their convenience store and continue the
operation of their existing tavern at this location. The property is currently zoned I-2 heavy
industrial district. The intent of the I-1 and I-2 industrial districts is to preserve this land for
industry in a location beneficial to industries and to prohibit nonindustrial uses (see excerpt
below). Convenience stores and taverns are not “uses permitted” or “uses permitted after review”
in the I-2 heavy industrial zoning district.

Sec. 62-207. 1.1 light industrial district.

(a) General description. The purpose of the I-1 light industrial district is to provide a
location for industries which do not by their nature create nuisances. The intent is to
preserve this land for industry in a location beneficial to industries and to prohibit
nonindustrial uses. Because of the traffic generated and other objectionable influences
created in this district, it is necessary to provide a buffer or setback area between this
district and any other zoning district except -2’

Sec. 62-208. I-2 heavy industrial district.

(a) General description. The purpose of the 1-2 heavy industrial district is to provide a
location for industries, which, by their nature, may create nuisances. The intent is to
preserve this land especially for industry, in locations with access to major streets as
designated on the major street plan, as well as locations generally accessible to railroad
transportation. Because of the nuisances or other objectionable influences that may be
created in this district, it is necessary to provide a buffer or setback strip between this
district and other zoning districts, except I-1.

Staff Analysis:

The “C-3 general commercial district” and the “C-4 restricted commercial district” are two of the
zoning districts most appropriate for the land use being proposed by the Catheys. However, in
both the C-3 & C-4 commercial zoning districts, under front and side yard setback requirements,
if and when motor fuel is sold in this district, fuel pumps may not be placed closer than 11 feet to
any property line. Rezoning the Cathey property to either C-3 or C-4 would require the approval
of a variance for their existing and proposed gas island (see excerpts below.)
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The “C-3 general commercial district” is designed to accommodate a wide variety of commercial
uses in the central business district, or areas of mixed business enterprises. Convenience stores
and taverns are “uses permitted”. The problem with rezoning this property along north main
(business 69) is in this zoning district there are no front yard setback requirements, except for
fuel pumps. In the future if a new building is set on the property line, it might present problems if
the City ever wanted to widen north Main Street.

The “C-4 restricted commercial district” is established for a high grade restricted commercial
district removed from the central business district, along a thoroughfare, provided with adequate
open space and parking. Convenience stores are a “use permitted”. Taverns are not specifically
listed as a “use permitted”, but lodge halls and liquor stores are “uses permitted”.

Sec. 62-203. C-3 general commercial district.

(a) General description. This commercial district is designed for the conduct of personal
and business services and the general retail trade of the community. It is designed to
accommodate a wide variety of commercial uses in the central business district, or
areas of mixed business enterprises. It will not normally be applied in the case of any
new commercial areas.

(d) Area regulations.

(5) Front vard setback: There are no front yard setback requirements; provided,
however, that if and when motor fuel is sold in this district. fuel pumps may not be
placed closer than 11 feet to any property line, nor closer than 15 feet to any building.
(6) Side yard setback: There are no side yard setback requirements; provided,
however, that if and when motor fuel is sold in this district. fuel pumps may not be
placed closer than 11 feet to any property line, nor closer than 15 feet to any building.

Sec. 62-204. C-4 restricted commercial district.

(a) General description. This commercial district is established for a high grade restricted
commercial district removed from the central business district, along a thoroughfare.
provided with adequate open space and parking.

(d) Area regulations.

(5) Front yard. setback: The following requirements apply: a. All buildings shall set back
from all street right-of-way lines to provide front yard setback no less than 25 feet in
depth. b. If and when motor fuel is sold in this district, fuel pumps may not be placed
closer than 11 feet to any property line. nor closer than 15 feet to any building.

(6) Side yard. setback: The following requirements apply: a. On a side of a lot adjoining a
residential dwelling district only, there shall be a side yard setback of no less than one
foot per each foot of height, or a minimum of ten feet. b. On a side of a lot adjoining the
same commercial district or another commercial district, there shall be no side yard
setback required. c. If and when motor fuel is sold in this district, fuel pumps may not be
placed closer than 11 feet to any property line. nor closer than 15 feet to any building.
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Staff Recommendation:

If the Planning Commission is comfortable that the existing tavern would be a “use permitted”
in the C-4 restricted commercial district, then staff would recommend rezoning the Cathey
property at 3410 N Main Street as more particularly described herein.

Sec. 62-129 (g) If the planning commission fails to set up a petition for amendment for public
hearing within 30 days after its proper filing with the planning commission at a regular
scheduled meeting; or if after public hearing, the planning commission fails to recommend that
this article be amended in accordance with such petition for amendment, such failure shall be
deemed the final determination and decision of the planning commission. The final
determination of the planning commission may be appealed to the city council provided a written
request for a hearing before the city council is served on the chairman of the planning
commission within 15 days after the final determination of the planning commission.

A carpet and floor covering sales
retail store is not one of the “uses permitted after review” delineated in the short list in Ordinance No. 2195
(2-28-05).
